Dear ECOCARE Client;

The Maine Board of Pesticides Control has passed new pesticide regulations.

Despite rigorous opposition from the Maine Pest Management Coalition, ME Restaurant, ME Lodging, ME Oil Dealers, ME Correctional Associations and others, a new notification law has been passed and will become effective January 1, 2007. Who does it affect? This law will affect all ECOCARE Clients except K-12 schools.

When does it come into effect?  The rule will become effective January 1, 2007.

How does this affect you?  Notification; Modern will be sending you a notice (see attached) which must be posted where notices to employees are customarily posted.  The notice must be posted 7 days to 24 hrs prior to our visit.  Since our visits are predetermined, we can assure your notice arrives in a timely manner and all you have to do is pin it up.  If you have multiple locations, you can designate a contact and we will mail it directly to the contact.  The law includes a provision to notify individually; tenants and parents/guardians of children in licensed childcare and nursery facilities.  You may do this by copying Modern’s notice and delivering it to these individuals. Consent; Application may not be made to a residence if the tenant objects, unless a public health or code enforcement official has determined a need for immediate pest management.
What if notification is not posted?  Modern will still show up and deliver the service. Modern has been very proactive in developing services that utilize materials exempted from this rule.  However, many insect species are not affected by the exempt products and in some cases, efficacy, speed and human health may be a priority over using only exempted materials.  Therefore the non-exempted materials still play an important roll in your pest management program.  To keep your cost down, and efficacy high, we are continuing to include non-exempt materials in your pest management program and it is usually determined during the visit, so please post!
Modern has been and will continue to be aggressive in following all regulatory issues and remaining active working with regulators to assure that un-interrupted, effective service will remain available to you.
